Niten-mon Gate
1897

This is a two-story irimoya-zukuri ( a building with a
gabled, hipped roof ) Gate ( a two-story gate ) built in
1897, having a roof to which Kara Hafu ( a cusped
gable ) and Chidori Hafu ( mound-shaped gables ) were
added, and has the traditional shrine and temple
construction style continuing. It is also said that it copied
Yomei-mon Gate of Nikko Tosho-gu Shrine ( Tochigi
Prefecture, a World Heritage ) and is entirely built with
Japanese zelkova having magnificent appearance and to
which a lot of sculptural decoration is added.
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
