Daishoro (Great bell tower)
1955

It is a bell tower built at a turning point ten years
on from the end of WW I and although it is a
post-war architectural structure, it maintains a
style in keeping with the halls built in and after in
terms of design and shaping, following Niten-mon
Gate and Taishaku-do Hall. Every day, the bell is
struck at 6 o'clock in the morning, at noon, and at
6 o'clock in the evening, telling the time of peace
to the town of Shibamata.

On the hanging temple bell, the names of 186
donators and the religious association, "Nichiji,
the 17th Chief Priest of Kyoeizan," and chief
priests were inscribed along with an inscription of
the casters' names "Casted by Okamoto
Taemonnojo Sadaatsu Fujiwara in Gifu City".
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
