Shinsho-in Temple

This is a Shingon sect temple and an ancient
temple in the Shibamata area, said to be founded
in 806. It caught on fire twice due to the Battles of
Konodai that occurred in 1538 and 1564, and also
repeatedly caught fire in the Edo Period, and at
the time of Ansei Edo Earthquake in 1855, it also
suffered damage. In the precinct of the temple,
there are the Stone Statues of Gochi Nyorai
(statues of five different wisdoms of Buddha) (a
designated cultural property of the city) and a
monument of erection established in 1660.
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
