Katsushika Shibamata Tora-san
Museum

Katsushika Shibamata Tora-san Museum is a
unique facility opened in 1997 that was integrated
with the super levee. All the memorabilia of the
movies "Otoko wa Tsurai yo (It's Tough Being a
Man)" are packed in the museum and the movie
director YAMADA Yoji, who is an honorary resident
of Katsushika City, is also the honorary director of
this facility.

The set of "Kuruma-ya" actually used in the
movies was relocated to the museum from Ofuna
Studios, actual materials and diorama models are
exhibited, and the passenger car of Taishaku
Handcar Tramway, the atmosphere of the old
station building, etc. are all recreated. The train
box seats are created and the unspoiled
landscape of various places in Japan actually
seen in the movies are projected in the windows,
which reminds us that Tora-san's hometown of
Shibamata and various places Tora-san traveled
to are connected by railway. Even those who have
never watched "Otoko wa Tsurai yo" can get a feel
of Showa Period (later 20th century),and that is
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also the charm of the museum.
