Taishaku-michi Road (Kokubu-michi
Road,Kamite-michi Road )

There are 1two approaches Ileading to
Taishakuten Daikyo-ji Temple. One is an old road
connecting Shibamata from the post town of
"Kasai Niijuku" on Mito Sakura-michi Road that
connected Edo and the Hitachi/Boso direction
and is locally called Kokubu-michi Road (Kamite-
michi Road). It was originally considered to be the
major road that went to Yagiri-no-Watashi, crossed
the river, and was connected in the direction of
Ichikawa such as Konodai, Kokubuniji, etc.

The other one is an old road that crosses
Nakagawa River from the direction of Tateishi in
Katsushika City and leads to Shibamata via
Takasago (shimote-michi Road). In the area
around Takasago, there are some sections where
the route is not clear due to the development
around the station but the route from the section

where the road crossed Sakura-michi Road that
was improved in the Edo Period in the direction of
Shibamata is clear and the area near Shibamata
Station has become a bustling shopping street.

These two old roads organized the complex of
temple buildings of Taishakuten Daikyo-ji Temple
and became the roads of belief for visitors from
Edo when Koshin (Temple Festival Day) belief
became popular, and people seemed to start
calling them "Taishaku-michi Road" without even
noticing. At the time of Yoi-koshin(Eve of Temple
Festival), it was said that the lights of lanterns lit
by the visitors were uninterrupted.
