Ryokan-ji Temple

This is a Shingon sect temple, which is known
as "Shitte no Kannon" in the Edo Period, and on
the temple festival day every April 18, the temple
was said to be crowded with the visitors from
many places, regardless of distance. It was
relocated to its current location due to the
expansion of Kanamachi Purification Plant in 1937
and was burned down by an air raid in February
1945.
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
